All of them are located in the lo =
eastern section of the property. A few are on the Woodland loop hillside that leads up to
Middle School parking lot. The Boxelder on the hillside are smaller trees with suckers at
base or along the dirt trail. Their twigs are blugghy. There are also several stands of clust_. _
of three to four trees along the soccer field fence line, and one larger tree at the base of th
that comes down the hill from the terraces.
